1. Strip length, outer insulation = 35 mm
(2-pole), 55 mm (3- to 5-pole)

B-coded connectors with different colors
can be plugged together.

B-coded connectors (shown in gray) not
only differ in color, but also in their de­
sign, making them incompatible with
other coded connectors.
