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Conductor removal

To remove the conductor, actuate the
clamp via screwdriver (2.5 mm blade
width) and pull out the conductor.

Installation

We recommend pulling the pre-latched
strain relief housing over the cable prior to
termination. However, the strain relief can
be mounted at a later time as well.

Latch the strain relief housing onto the
plug/socket. Note the “TOP” inscription.
