(2-pole), 55 mm (3- to 5-pole)

To remove the conductor, actuate the
clamp via screwdriver (2.5 mm blade
width) and pull out the conductor.

strain relief housing over the cable prior to
termination. However, the strain relief can

Simply cut off the coding pin from the
socket.

To terminate fine-stranded conductors,
open the clamping unit via screwdriver

ped conductor until it hits the backstop.
